	Answer

	I just wanted to clarify that the funding available is more so for a new pilot project based entirely on supporting the mental health needs of Travellers, rather than for one off programmes/ or short course delivery?  Meaning that applicants only applying for supplementary funding rather than funding for an entirely new programme would not be successful?  I read in the agreement that applicants enter a delivery contract and will have new KPI’s based around this.  I just wanted to ensure that I apply for relevant funding and that I have read the terms of agreement etc. correctly.


	The Grant Scheme for funding for Travellers Mental Health and Emotional Wellbeing is designed to a pilot service. Applications will be assessed and scored on a number of criteria as outlined in the Application Pack. 

It is anticipated and likely that organisations may contact each other about how a Mental Health and Emotional Wellbeing pilot for Travellers in the relevant areas could be best planned and delivered. This may include building from existing successful programme interventions on the theme of mental health and emotional wellbeing with Travellers.  In the event that a number of organisations become involved in a proposed pilot then the lead applicant will make the application on behalf of a partnership or consortium.

	Can I have more detail on who I need to address and what they need.
	The documents within the grant pack provide information on what is required, we would in particular draw your attention to sections 4 & 5 of the specification which outlines the service objectives, performance indicators and monitoring requirements. As indicated within the pack, all applications will be assessed based on the criteria and weightings identified within the guidance document.

“Applicants can apply to deliver the service within Belfast, Southern or Western Health and Social Care areas. There is no restriction on the number of areas an organisation can apply for”

However Page 4 of the service specification states 2 lots i.e. Southern AND Western together or Belfast.

Can you clarify please as a matter of urgency if you have 3 lots or 2 as stated above.
	There are 2 Lots, one for Belfast and one for Southern and Western
